  A time to embrace, And a time to refrain from embracing;  
6 A time to gain, And a time to lose;  
  A time to keep, And a time to throw away;  
7 A time to tear, And a time to sew;

Ten principles 
1. No season lasts forever 
2. The change of a season is not a sign whether God is pleased with you or 

not. 
3. Don’t let the season you are in DEFINE you. 
4. Most seasons are followed my opposites 
5. Build consistence regardless of the seasons. 2 Tim 4:2 “Be ready in sea-

son and out of season.”              
2 Tim 4:2 “Preach the Word, be ready in season and out of season.          
Convince, rebuke, exhort with all long suffering and teaching 



6. Learn from whatever season you are in. 
7. Prepare for the next season you are in           

Prov 30:25 The ants are a people not strong,  
Yet they prepare their food in the summer;  

8. Keep the right season in your heart regardless of the season 
you are in. 

9. Don't’ assume the season you are in is the season everybody 
else is in. 

10. God is at work in every season  
 Gen 39:21  But the LORD was with Joseph and showed him 
 mercy, and  He gave him favor in the sight of the keeper of 
 the prison.  
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
